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What hospitals are subject to the Regulation 102 -

Waste Audits and Waste Reduction Work Plans?

“The operator of a “public hospital” that is classified as a Group A, B or F

hospital under Regulation 964 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990, 

made under the Public Hospitals Act, is subject to O. Reg. 102/94. The 

operator must conduct a waste audit covering the waste generated by the 

operation of the hospital, and prepare and implement a waste reduction 

work plan. The owner is also required to update the waste audit and its 

written report and the waste reduction work plan on an annual basis.

Group A: General hospitals with teaching facilities for 

university medical students (TBRHSC)

Group B: General hospitals having at least 100 beds

Group F: Hospitals for chronic patients and having at least 200 

beds, not including group R hospitals”



What hospitals are subject to the Regulation 

103 - Source Separation Programs?

“The operator of a public hospital classified as a class A, B or F 

hospital in Regulation 964 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 

1990 shall implement a source separation program for the 

wastes generated by the operation of the hospital or shall ensure 

that such a program is implemented.

Applies only in respect of a public hospital located within a local 

municipality that has a population of at least 5,000.

Takes effect with respect to a public hospital in Northern Ontario 

on July 1, 1996.”



Why are hospitals unique?

Consists of many different services and productions

Produces, recycles, transfers, and disposes many different waste   

classes

Not unusual to be registered for multiple hazardous waste classes from   

pathological to hazardous waste chemical to even PCB‟s in protective 

storage

Not unusual for patient units and hospital clinic to produce different 

waste classes from each unit

If a community has an environmental committee, the community hospital 

is usually represented on the environmental committee

Hospitals have an obligation to be a “good neighbor” and partner of 

the community



Setting-Up Waste Audits in Hospitals

Preparation

Do you have staff available (budget and time) to conduct an in house waste 

audit or are there funds available to use an outside company to do the audit? 

In – House

Equipment needed:

weigh scale - personal protective equipment for staff - labeling 

system for tagging waste and recyclables - transportation equipment 

for moving the waste and recyclables - system for collating all data 

(paper work or software)

Will the waste and recyclables be segregated and tabulated on the 

patient units and departments OR in a central collection area 

Will the waste audit and waste reduction work plan be written 

up by a standing committee or is there a department solely 

responsible to properly write up the waste audit and waste 

reduction work plan (ie: Environmental Services Dept)

Conduct the audit for all waste that is produced in a 24 hour period, 

this is to represent a „snap shot‟ of what the hospital produces



Setting-Up Waste Audits in Hospitals (continued)

Preparation

Contract Out
Awarded company (request references of successful work)

• should have some experience in conducting waste audits in 

health care facilities 

• know the requirements of Regulations 102 – 103

• provide outline of the deliverables - examples:

o Perform a Waste Audit as required by O. Reg. 102/94
o Provide collated information required to complete Report of a 
Waste Audit by O. Reg. 102/94
o Provide collated information, recommendations, and 
collaborate services with hosp. to complete Report of a Waste 
Reduction work Plan by O. Reg. 103/94
o Hard copy and e-files (CD) of final report to hosp. of all work 
performed in obtaining the information required to complete 
both the RWA and the RWRWP.
o E-files will also include PDF files of worksheets (field notes) 
used by our staff to obtain all information.
oWork with hospital staff to properly fill the required reports



Awareness For Hospitals

Very few hospitals to date in Ontario have fulfilled the requirements of 

Regulations 102 -103.

It is not unusual, at this time, to find very few companies that have completed 

waste audits and workplace waste reduction work plans for hospitals and 

those that have are located in Southern Ontario.

If unsure of how to proceed on the audit or properly fill out the reports, contact 

the local MOE office, or other hospitals that have successfully completed their 

obligations under Regulation 102-103

If you don‟t have an “environmental committee” in your facility, then work with 

senior administration to set one up – it doesn‟t have to be called 

“environmental”, some examples are “green innovation”, “earth awareness”, 

“green initiative”, “sustainable responsible”, etc.
