5)    Good News/Info Sharing 
Thunder Bay Regional Hospital  -  Randy Mehagan
Randy reported that in November, 2009, Thunder Bay Regional Health Sciences Centre won the Ontario Hospital Association's Health Achieve 2009 - Green Health Care "Pollution Prevention Award".  This was awarded due to TBRHSC "demonstrating a significant organizational commitment to environmental sustainability and to reducing environmental impact, including evidence of progress in energy efficiency, pollution prevention and involvement with the community".
 The Battery Doctors – Terry  Willie 
* New business in Thunder Bay and locally owned.  First of its kind in Canada with 1600 other dealers in the world. 

* We are able to recondition liquid lead acid batteries (car, golf cart, fork lift, etc.) that are no longer holding a charge because of sulfation (the sulfuric acid turning to crystal).

* We can return it back to its original state at a cost of around $35 for a car battery and offer a one year replacement warranty.

* At the present time it is a pick up and drop off service and contact number is 252-6883 (Terry Willie)

* Our objective is to recondition the batteries or test them before they are recycled and sent to be melted down.  Reconditioning enables us to keep these batteries in the owners hands for an extended length of time.
